Wisdom prepares a feast, sets her table, and invites all to come and eat her bread
and drink her wine. The first chapter of John's gospel owes much to the biblical tradition that imagined Wisdom as
existing before anything was created and having a role in the work of creation. Christ, the wisdom of God (1 Cor. 1:24),
today invites us to eat his flesh and drink his blood. John’s gospel includes no account of the institution of the Lord’s
supper, but here we can't help hearing Jesus’ words as an invitation to the meal of bread and wine we share.

We enter into a time of communion. All people are invited to join in God'’s meal, however you may choose whether or not
to participate. If you hear the call of the Holy Sprit inviting you, please respond. If you would like to learn more about
communion you may call the church and speak with the pastor about the true presence of Christ in this meal. You at home
may prepare bread and wine or juice in advance of communion. You may wish to set up a small home altar for this
purpose, using: a cross, a candle, a focal image (called an icon), and the bread and beverage if you feel so called. When the
bread and beverage are offered by the pastor and you eat and drink you may respond, “Amen.” Those worshipping online
in the same household are encouraged to serve one another.

L: The Lord be with you.
C: And also with you.
L: Lift up your hearts.
C: We lift them to the Lord.
L: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
C: It is right to give our thanks and praise.

L: It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times and in all places give thanks and praise to
you, almighty and merciful God, through our Savior Jesus Christ; who on this day overcame death and the
grave, and by his glorious resurrection opened to us the way of everlasting life. And so, with all the choirs of
angels, with the church on earth and the hosts of heaven, we praise your name and join their unending hymn:
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L: Blessed are you, O God, creator of heaven and earth. You rescued your covenant people, led them on all
their journeys, and taught them by the prophets. You so loved the world that you gave your only Son, so that
everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life.

In the night in which he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave thanks; broke it, and gave it to his
disciples, saying: Take and eat; this is my body, given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.

Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to drink, saying:
This cup is the new covenant in my blood, shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for
the remembrance of me.

As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.
Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again.

Pour out your Holy Spirit in this meal, and make us one in this community of faith and with your people
throughout the world. Glory and praise to you, O God, Author of life, Word made flesh, Power of the Most
High, now and forever.

Amen.

L: Gathered into one across time and space by the Holy Spirit, let us pray as Jesus taught us, using whatever
version of that prayer comforts you. We pray:

Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name,
your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as in heaven.
Give us today our daily bread.
Forgive us our sins as we forgive those who sin against us.
Save us from the time of trial and deliver us from evil.
For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours,

now and forever. Amen.

L : If the Holy Spirit calls you to this feast of bread and wine or juice, I invite you who are present and you in
far flung places to receive that which has been prepared, scattered yet gathered together around the table of
God. Although we may be separated at this time by distance, we are united, made whole in the body of our
Lord. Taste and see that the Lord is good.
