We read Psalm 23 responsively:

Our second reading is from Ephesians beginning at the 2nd chapter  2:11-22 
 

 Remember that at one time you Gentiles by birth, called “the uncircumcision” by 
those who are called “the circumcision”—a physical circumcision made in the flesh by 
human hands—remember that you were at that time without Christ, being aliens from 
the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no 
hope and without God in the world. But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off 
have been brought near by the blood of Christ. For he is our peace; in his flesh he has 
made both groups into one and has broken down the dividing wall, that is, the 
hostility between us. He has abolished the law with its commandments and 
ordinances, that he might create in himself one new humanity in place of the two, thus 
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making peace, and might reconcile both groups to God in one body through the cross, 
thus putting to death that hostility through it. So he came and proclaimed peace to you 
who were far off and peace to those who were near; for through him both of us have 
access in one Spirit to the Father. So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but 
you are citizens with the saints and also members of the household of God, built upon 
the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the 
cornerstone. In him the whole structure is joined together and grows into a holy 
temple in the Lord; in whom you also are built together spiritually into a dwelling 
place for God.

He healed 
the sick, fed the hungry, and ate with sinners. In these acts of love and justice, we see 
the birth of our call as church to let the waters of justice roll, knowing we have been 
delivered from death through a covenant of water and the Spirit. 
 

Just as he said that last night with his disciples, Jesus says to us, “Come, gather around 
my friends.” This common bread at our table is much more than it seems. This is the 
brokenness of the world, and it has become my body. Whenever there is suffering, I 
suffer with you. I am broken for you. This common cup at our table is much more than 
it seems. The blood of innocent ones is too often shed at the hands of oppressors. 
Whenever there is suffering, I suffer with you. I pour out my life’s blood for you. As 
you eat this bread and drink this wine I call on you to give yourselves up in the same 
way that I have. 
 

But death will not have the last word. Christ has risen! And suffering will end. Christ 
will come again… …and again and again, every time suffering is alleviated, comfort is 
given, food is offered, hope is restored. Loving Lord, pour out your Holy Spirit on this 
body gathered here and on our union with each other and with these gifts of bread and 
cup. May we become your body for the sake of a world where justice rolls down like 
an ever-flowing stream 

Amen.
